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St Albans Fund for the Future – Long term unrestricted funding to help small groups in the St Albans district to deliver their work in the Community

Information for applicants to the St Albans Fund for the Future 2019:

· You are a not for profit voluntary or community group, active in your local community, with a written constitution or set of rules.  We cannot make grants to statutory organisations such as schools or Parish Councils.
· This set of rules has at least the name of your group. Its aims or purpose, objects, a dissolution clause for the group, a list of Trustees/Committee members and Trustee/Committee members’ signatures.

· Your organisation has its own bank account with at least two unrelated signatories who must both sign for all withdrawals and all the relevant Equal Opportunities and Safeguarding Policies required for your work.

· You are based in the St Albans District or can show that people living in the District are the main beneficiaries of your work.

· Your work benefits people who are excluded or disadvantaged by low income, rural or social isolation, age, health, disability, race sexuality or gender.
· The intention of the Fund for the Future is to support groups over a number of years.  Grants will be up to £1000 per year for three or five years.
· You will be free to choose how you wish to use any grant, subject to an annual update on your organisation's overall activities.
· Priority will be given to smaller groups where this level of funding will make a real difference.
· Groups may be asked to work with the Fund and Hertfordshire Community Foundation to publicise the grants.  Please let us know if this may cause any problems.  This will not affect your chances of receiving a grant.
· Very often faith groups provide services that benefit some of the most deprived people in our communities, or those who may be the most isolated – those the Fund would most want to help.  As long as these services are given freely – i.e. no particular religious affiliation or participation is required or expected – the Fund is happy to consider applications from faith groups.

· The deadline for applications is 5pm 4th November 2019. Applications will be considered by an Advisory Panel, who will make recommendations to the Grants Committee of Hertfordshire Community Foundation (who administer the Fund).

· A Panel member may wish to discuss your application by phone or during a visit before the panel meets to make their decisions.

Main exclusions

· Grants will not be made to individuals; statutory bodies such as schools or Parish Councils; religious or political causes; for medical research or animal charities.   

· Grants to uniformed groups will be considered in terms of the deprivation of the area where groups are based or their benefit to the wider community.
